He attended Baker University and, after his service with the US
Army in various Pacific campaigns during World War Il, completed
undergraduate pre-medical studies at the University of Tulsa. He graduated
from The University of Oklahoma Medical School in 1954. He married the
former Miss Violet I. Schnelle in Golden City, Missouri on May 5, 1940. Dr.
Frieze was in general medical practice in Skiatook and Broken Arrow for
several years and completed his medical career as an anesthesiologist at St.
Francis Hospital. He volunteered for many years at Broken Arrow Neighbors
who dedicated their medical clinic in his name. He enjoyed vegetable
gardening, fishing, Jeeping and snowmobiling. He was named the City of
Broken Arrow 1998 honorary Vice-Mayor and the 1989 “Physician of the Year”
by the Tulsa County Medical Society. He was a long-time member of and
served in various lay leadership positions with First United Methodist Church
of Broken Arrow. Dr. Frieze was a member of the American Medical



Association, Oklahoma State Medical Association and the Tulsa County
