John enjoyed hunting, fishing, riding motorcross, playing video
games and playing his guitar. No matter the difficulty of the project, John could
find a solution. He loved working on projects in the garage, as he built and
restored many motorcycles.

His family adored his
kind, loving, funny and patient heart. No matter the scenario, John would
show a positive attitude and put others’ needs before his. There is no word to
describe how empty and sad his family is feeling without him.
