Wanda Lee Bowline was born on Monday, June 28, 1926 in Tulsa, Oklahoma
the daughter of Oliver Clyde and Lillian Alpha (Dotson) Ledbetter. Wanda died
on Thursday, March 17, 2016 in Norman, Oklahoma. She was 89 years of
age. 

 

Wanda attended Claremore schools and almost graduated from Will Rogers
High School, but was always determined and did get her GED much later in
life. She married Herman “Tony” Bowline on July 31, 1943 in Coweta,
Oklahoma. Wanda and Tony resided in Broken Arrow for more than fifty years.
Tony and Wanda owned the Lynn Lane Grocery at 11th & Lynn Lane for 2 ½
years. They moved to 131st & Tulsa County Line in 1959, where they owned
Bowline Grocery Store for 19 ½ years. The store was often referred to as
Bowline Oklahoma. Population 27 was posted on the sign (which were
supposed to be the number of dogs in the area). One side of the sign said
"Entering Bowline, Oklahoma" & the other side of the sign said "Leaving
Bowline Oklahoma". Wanda was a member of the Eastern Star. She attended
the Church of Christ & the Weer Church in Broken Arrow. Memorials may be
made to the Broken Arrow Historical Society.

"Tony the Terrible", and "the smartest dog in the world, Spanky". She worked
very hard at the grocery store to provide for her family their every wish and
loved to shop. Wanda was the best cook in Broken Arrow. No one ever went
to her house and did not eat. She had over 30 people for dinner on many
occasions and no one ever left hungry. 

 

These last few years, Wanda was a surrogate mother for many of Gail's



friends & she loved them all dearly. For the most part, she was always willing
& ready to go anywhere with anybody. Gail & Wanda spent many happy
weekends at Lake Texoma. 

 

She loved collecting photographs of her family and friends. She loved going to
Las Vegas, betting on long shots at the horse track, going to Oaklawn Park in
Hot Springs, Arkansas, Remington Park, Arlington Park in Chicago, Louisiana
Downs, New Orleans Fairgrounds and especially to see Brother Brown race
when the whole family got together & had so much fun!
